SPEAKER BAACK: Thank you, Mr. Clerk. Before we proceed to the

next item of business, I would like to bring attention to the

memo that you have on your desks. This is in...this is in

reference to the new calendar for the special session. I don't
know how many of these I have done but it's been more than one,

I will guarantee you that. I think in light of the fact that we

are...I understand we are to have an expanded call of the

special session, we are going to still be required and

legislation is going to be introduced with this expanded call.

So under that provision, we are still going to have to meet for

seven days and that's why...that's why on your...the memo that

you have you will see that we are going to meet today at one,
then we're going to recess until like four o'clock today so that
we can make sure that we get the bill from the Revenue

Committee. Then we are going to...then we will just simply
adjourn after that point, after we receive the bill. Tomorrow
will be strictly a check-in day so that we can click off a
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
