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SENATOR HALL: Thank you. Madam President, and members. Senator
Preister, have you got any A-l back there?
SENATOR PREISTER: Senator Hall, I'm sorry. I'm fresh out.
SENATOR HALL: Okay. Madam President, I would move the
amendment be adopted and let's get this thing taken care of.
PRESIDENT ROBAK: Thank you, Senator Hall. The question before
the body is the adoption of the Hall-Preister amendment to 
LB 1243. All those in favor vote aye, all those opposed vote 
nay. Please record.
CLERK: 27 ayes, 0 nays, Mr. President...Madam President, excuse
me, on the adoption of the Select File amendment.
PRESIDENT ROBAK: The amendment is adopted. Senator McKenzie.
SENATOR McKENZIE: Madam President, I move LB 1243 be advanced
to E & R for engrossment.
PRESIDENT ROBAK: Any discussion? Hearing none, all those in
favor say aye. All those opposed nay. LB 1243 advances.
CLERK: Madam President, the next bill, I might announce, if X
may, Appropriations Committee will meet at six o'clock in 
Room 2102. Appropriations at six o'c-lock in 2102. Senator 
Wickersham would move to return LB 1088 to Select File for a 
specific amendment. Senator, AM4578. (Wickersham amendment 
appears on pages 2000-05 of the Legislative Journal.)
PRESIDENT ROBAK: Senator Wickersham.
SENATOR WICKERSHAM: Thank you, Mr. Clerk and Madam President.
I hope this will be brief. This is an amendment to LB 1088. If 
you recall, the contents of LB 1088 were incorporated into 
LB 902. The Speaker was kind enough to let this bill come up on 
the agenda for Final Reading. What I am seeking to amend into 
it is the contents of LB 245. LB 245 is a bill that may not 
nave had much attention from most of the body. It was advanced 
from committee with the committee amendment, the committee 
amendment is inserted. All it does, very simply, is allow the 
Game and Parks Commission to issue an either sex hunting permit 
for deer, antelope or elk for disabled persons.
